ARCH Update – (AB)
	AB gave an update on Kent Habitat Survey.  Field survey targeting priority habitats.  Investigating potential loss of habitats.  Improve detection of acid grassland, wet woodlands and record reed beds.  Basing this on 2003 GIS data.  Requesting GIS data from other partners especially Environment Agency for coastal regions.  Looking at 1990 and 2003 data and imposing photos onto a master map, looking at the 20 year span of habitat change and correcting the digital data.   On the habitat map blue squares represents fields surveyed, data is in and being checked, orange represent data cleaning in progress, brown represents API is in progress and field surveyors going out next year.   Survey has shown that there is a lot more acid grass and chalk grassland is not under triple I’s.  Next April will be concentrating on cleaning of GI data.  Completion of field survey by Autumn/Winter 2011.
	
	


Partnership Projects & Initiatives
	Preliminary results from the BAP target delivery data gathering exercise

Discussions were held around this subject.  Do we need a refresh of targets?  What happens after 10 years?  Are there priorities that need to be addressed?  Where is the missing data?  KES is being refreshed, looking at action plan.  Workshop held on 01/10 to discuss Theme 3 – Valuing our Natural, Historic and Living Environment.

Need to focus on productivity rather than quantity.  Connect habitats and focus on that.  Delivering value for money.  How do we monitor success?

Members of the partnership to look at what they can bring to this group from their own organisation.  Then we can look at what strengths we have?  Need to have a vision what the partnership can do together.  Provide action plan for KES.  KES looking at GAD analysis, gaps in delivery.  Looking at connectivity.  Possibility of one maybe more high level projects within biodiversity area.  Look at what is working and what is not.
DEFRA’s Structured Reform Plan
DEFRA intends to launch a national campaign to increase tree planting in December 2010.  Where might this happen in Kent as a priority?  What other recommendations can the partnership come up with?  Identify key areas where to put the trees, need a broad guidelines.  Sub group to meet in December to discuss.
Marine Protected Areas Update – Bryony Chapman, KWT
Information on progress on the Balanced Seas Project and towards identification of Marine Conservation Zones.

Local groups supply data to regional stakeholder group. Have found that there are several inaccuracies in the report supplied by DEFRA.  

Three submissions to SAP (Science Advisory Panel) which is made up of 8 scientists.  First stage July 2010 – Look at requirement to protect certain percentage of broad scale of habitats and species.  Put together a working document.  Received good feedback from the Science Advisory Panel.  Second stage – Meeting to refine areas and add on new areas. More meetings of regional and local groups.  Final stage in Spring 2011 – Final decision to be June 2011, SAP to approve.
